A brave and interesting book that amounts to a subtle journalistic investigation of matters
related to the death of Thomas Merton, a subject that has for a long time troubled the readers
of the work of this monk and American writer.

In a world like today in which all events reach a global level due to the undeniable force of
"networks" and the difficulty of hiding the most relevant facts of people's lives and the
possibility of transforming them with "post-truths," the research presented by these two
authors, of recognized prestige, brings us closer to important aspects of the world of politics
and information, undoubtedly full of half-truths, concealments, and the convenience of various
interests.

The book, then, is enriching, illustrative; it does not offer conclusive conclusions about the
"conspiracy theory" regarding the accidental death of Merton, but, as has been said, it will be
an interesting and convenient contribution to the construction of a world without "martyrs" of
truth and peace.
